Dear Mr Kopac,

Let me take this opportunity to refer to the recent meeting of the Ministerial Council of
the Energy Community, to whose preparation and organization you made a significant
contribution and had a balanced approach to solving challenges that are inevitable in the given
circumstances, for which I am very grateful. The meeting of the Ministerial Council is the
central annual event of the Energy Community which provides an opportunity for an overall
review of the activities that were implemented as well as for the setting of the goals of the
Contracting Parties for the forthcoming period. Over the recent period, due to the pandemic
caused by the Coronavirus (COVID-19), our work has become more difficult, but nevertheless
we worked together on addressing the issues of importance for the energy sector in our region
and managed to achieve certain progress.

The Republic of Serbia has taken over the Presidency of the Energy Community which
grants to it a special place in the Energy Community in the coming period and we will use that
opportunity to give a new impetus to the development, or rather change, of the energy sector in
the region.

What is relatively new in the Energy Community is the path of decarbonisation of the
energy sector towards complete neutrality in 2050, including relevant aspects of energy
efficiency and the use of renewable energy sources. Such a path has been confirmed by signing
the Declaration from Sofia in November this year. Certainly, this transformation in the Energy
Community will take place gradually, from the development of the Climate and Energy Plans
of the Contracting Parties and the definition of their targets for 2030, towards more demanding
tasks such as the transposition of the Emission Trading Scheme and/or the introduction of a
carbon tax system. All these activities will require a change of approach to environmental
issues, large financial resources and resolving social and other issues, which is not a small
challenge for the Contracting Parties.

Equally significant attention will be paid to other aspects of the Energy Community's
work that we have been working on for many years. This is certainly the establishment of a
common market in the fields of electricity and natural gas, the establishment of mandatory
stocks of crude oil and petroleum products, as well as the development of energy infrastructure.
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All of these joint activities will contribute to the improvement of energy security and
the strengthening of energy sectors in our region, which is our goal. To that end, the Republic
of Serbia is open for a discussion which can lead to successful solutions, with all parties. My
wish is that the Republic of Serbia be the driving force of the activities in the Energy
Community in the future period, and therefore I intend to intensify these activities by initiating
additional thematic meetings in addition to the regular ones in the Energy Community as soon
as possible. I hope this will meet with your understanding and that you, as the Secretariat, will
suppott us in these activities.

Finally, I would like to take this opportunity to wish you a Merry Christmas and a Happy
New Year and wish you good health and a successful and energy-safe 2021.
